Wine must be packed for transport in a protective case or box, with packing Alaska Airlines considers one case

material such as styrofoam, cardboard liners, or bubble wrap. Many wineries of wine to be a single box or case

and bottle shops can provide you with materials they have on hand. containing up to 12 bottles and
weighing 50 lb or less.
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When you arrive at the airport, go
to the check-in desk instead of
the kiosk. Let the Alaska Airlines
customer service agent know
you're checking a case of wine so
they can label your box "FRAGILE.”

A customer service agent will mark
your box with stickers indicating

fragile contents, then put it on
the conveyor belt with checked

baggage to be loaded on the plane.
